Author and Historian

Having graduated with a B. A. and an M. A. in Journalism and Mass Communications from
the University of Oklahoma, Bill Moore has worked in video production for 28 years for the
Federal Aviation Administration, Oklahoma City Community College, Oklahoma Department
of Transportation, and currently with the Oklahoma Historical Society.

He has produced documentaries for OETA including "Thomas P Stafford, Oklahoma
Astronaut" (nominated for an Emmy) and "Wiley Post of Oklahoma" (both played on the PBS
network). Moore produced a quarterly video news magazine for the Oklahoma Aeronautics
Commission from 1995 to 1999 called "Oklahoma Approach" and produced video segments for
the Oklahoma Air and Space Hall of Fame for the past 15 years. He has authored several aviation and space articles for
"Oklahoma Chronicles" and "Oklahoma Magazine".

Recently, Moore was involved in the production of the aviation and space exhibits in the new Oklahoma History
Center that opened in November 2005, including the Gemini 6 spacecraft. He has co-authored a book titled, "The
Oklahoma Aviation Story" and another titled, "Norick: The Mayors of Oklahoma City".

Awards include the Oklahoma Heritage Distinguished Service Award for Preservation of State and Local History
and the Distinguished Alumni Award of the OU College of Journalism. Moore has been listed in Who's Who in America.

Mr. Wade is a registered Professional Engineer with over 20 years of experience in the
aviation industry including; capital planning, Passenger Facility Charge Program, strategic
planning and airport planning. He joined the FAA nearly 18 years ago and has held various
positions with the Texas Airports Development Office and the Southwest Regional Airports
office. He currently serves as the Senior Regional Planner with responsibilities for Airport
Capacity, System Planning and Airports GIS.

He is involved in the Airports Cooperative Research Program; provides leadership on
numerous National FAA teams to improve organizational procedures and efficiency; and is a
frequent speaker at regional AAAE meetings and state conferences. He is currently the National Field Representative
leading the initiative to implement Airports GIS.

Prior to working for the Airports Division, Mr. Wade was known to break airplanes and airplane components
(intentionally) at General Dynamics and to teach structural engineering at lowa State University.

He holds a Bachelor of Science degree in Civil Engineering from Iowa State University and Masters' degrees in
Geotechnical and Structural engineering also from ISU.

Tim E. Whitman ~ Round Table

General Aviation Manager, Oklahoma City Department of Airports

Before coming to Wiley Post / C. E. Page Airports, Mr. Whitman was the Airport Manager for
the City of Denton, Texas where he improved operations, efficiencies and relations. He
completed numerous projects during his time there including the design and construction of a
1.5 million dollar terminal, construction of a 3.4 million dollar parallel taxiway, and added over
180 thousand square feet of new hangar construction. Most importantly he worked closely with
FAA officials to implement FAR139 standards so the airport could expand its base to commercial
air charter operations.

During the completion of his education, Tim worked as Operations Coordinator for the
Addison Airport of Texas, one of the nation's largest and busiest business and general aviation airports. His background
also includes operations for the Stillwater Municipal Airport and the Daytona Beach Regional Airport, as well as
previously owning his own aircraft detailing service and developing a corporate flight department. Tim was the
founder/chairperson of the 1st National Academic AAAE Conference and has been a speaker at the National Airports
Conference. He is also a frequent speaker to emergency response organizations and has been a guest lecturer at Embry
Riddle Aeronautical University and Oklahoma State University

Airport Development Division Manager, Oklahoma Aeronautics Commission

Dale grew up in northwestern Oklahoma. He served four years in the U. S. Navy and
worked in the oilfields of Texas and Oklahoma. Dale is a Civil Engineering graduate of the
University of Oklahoma.

Dale has worked for the State of Oklahoma since 1998. He became the Airport
Development Division Manager in 2002. Because Oklahoma has "Channeling Authority", the
Commission works directly with FAA for the planning, programming and implementation of
federal and state funded capital improvement projects at general aviation airports in
Oklahoma.

For its "Outstanding Contribution To The Enhancement of Aviation in Oklahoma", the FAA Southwest Region
recognized the staff of the Oklahoma Aeronautics Commission with its 2005 External FAA Award. That same year, the
Commission was also nominated for the national "Airports Ally Award", as part of FAA's 2005 Awards for Excellence
Program.

The Commission's Airport Development Division is responsible for the development and update of the Oklahoma
Airport System Plan; annual development of the Commission's Three-Year Capital Improvement Plan; maintains the
Pavement Management Program and Planning Database; conducts 5010 Master Record Update and associated Safety
Inspection; works directly with Sponsors and FAA conducting the Annual Capital Planning Process, airport Five-Year
CIB NPIAS Needs List, and Early Project Development Package.

Mr. Wray earned a B. S. degree in History and Political Sciences from Oklahoma Christian College in
1989, and a Master of Arts from Pepperdine University in 2001.

Prior to his current position, he served as Assistant to the President, Enrollment & Marketing and as
Director of University Marketing at Oklahoma State University. He previously served as Vice President
for Enrollment and Marketing, and as Director of Enrollment, and Director of Admissions at Oklahoma
Christian.

He was the 2005 recipient of the President's Service Award and was named by Oklahoma Magazine

as one of the top 40 under 40 executives in the state of Oklahoma. He was named by Governor Frank Keating to a task
force to study financial aid issues for the state of Oklahoma in 2001.
